Article I – Name & Purpose
Section 1. Name
The name of the organization is Tamtam Education Society, hereafter “the Corporation.”
Section 2. Mission
I. Primary Mission: Educational Access & STEM Advancement
· Scholarship Program:
A structured initiative designed to provide targeted financial assistance to the financially needy and merit‑based scholarships to students applying through our organization from Tamtam’s Robotics School, located in Santhinagar, Veerapuram Post, Piduguralla Mandal, Palnadu District, Andhra Pradesh, India. This program is dedicated to fostering technical excellence and expanding educational opportunities in underserved regions.
· Regional STEM Advocacy:
A commitment to advancing robotics and technology education throughout Wichita and the Greater Sedgwick County area by offering workshops, educational resources, and community outreach initiatives that promote STEM engagement and awareness.
II. Secondary Mission: Cultural Integration & Community Heritage
· Cultural Preservation: To serve as a hub for Indian cultural heritage in Wichita, promoting multilingualism and cross-cultural exchange within the local Indian American community and the broader public.
· International Student Liaison Services: To provide comprehensive "Soft Landing" support for international K-12 and university students. This includes:
· Acculturation: Guidance on local customs, community standards, and social integration.
· Resource Navigation: Assistance in identifying safe, affordable lodging and boarding facilities.
· Mobility Support: Educational workshops and logistical assistance for international students seeking to obtain a Kansas driver’s license.
III. Tertiary Mission: Philanthropic Partnerships & Sustainable Charity
· Youth Philanthropy Support: To mentor and provide logistical support to Wichita-area high school students engaged in fundraising initiatives for the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society (LLS).
· Community Mobility Initiative: To manage a sustainable "Recycle-a-Bike" program by collecting, refurbishing, and distributing unused bicycles to low-income individuals and families in the Wichita area, enhancing local transportation equity.
Section 3. Non‑Profit Status

Article III – Board of Directors
Section 1. Powers
The Board governs, sets policy, and oversees finances.

Section 3. Terms

- Annual Meeting: Spring (election of officers, budget approval).
- Regular Meetings: Quarterly (minimum).
- Special Meetings: Called by President or 30 % of Directors.
Section 5. Quorum
A majority of seated Directors constitutes quorum.

Article VI – Financial Management
Section 1. Fiscal Year

- Robotics outreach, multilanguage classes, LLS support allocations set annually.
Section 4. Transparency
Make annual financial statements and IRS Form 990 available to members upon request.

Article VII – Conflict of Interest & Confidentiality
- Directors/Officers disclose any real or perceived conflicts.
- Confidential information (student data, donor lists) kept private.
